The Associate in Science Degree (ASDN) LPN-RN Bridge: Traditional Full-Time program is designed to provide the 
Licensed Practical Nurses (LPN) with the basic knowledge and skills to successfully assess, plan and implement care 
for patients. Graduates of this program enter a challenging and exciting field with a variety of employment 
opportunities such as: acute, emergency, critical, home health, maternal and infant care. The LPN-RN Bridge: 
Traditional Full-Time program is a limited access program, that begins each spring and qualifies the student to take 
the national licensing exam to become a registered nurse. 

Please see the LPN-RN Bridge: Traditional Full-Time application packet on the FGC website that will provide additional 
information regarding the admission requirements of the program, including a required separate supplemental 
application. Clinicals are required for this program. Clinicals may not follow regular college schedule, and can include 
weekdays, evenings or weekends. Students will be required to submit current physical and immunizations. Drug and 
background screen must be completed and student must be cleared prior to attending clinicals.

Action Items: 

• Meet with your college advisor to confirm your academic and career goals 
• Review the posted ASDN LPN-RN Bridge: Traditional Admission Packet located on the Health 

Sciences page of FGC’s website and complete the required LPN-RN Bridge: Traditional 
supplemental application form 

• Schedule and complete the Foundations Upward Mobility Exam with a score of 75% or higher 
• Complete the nursing entrance exam (TEAS) with a score of proficiency (58.7%) or higher 
• Mail, fax, or hand deliver the application with all supporting documents including test scores 

and reference letters to the Nursing and Health Sciences, Building 103, attention to Director of 
ASDN and Certificate Programs 

• Prepare to be interviewed if randomly selected before a final decision is made for acceptance to 
the program. If selected, please come in professional attire and be prepared to write a 2- 
paragraph reflection paper related to an assigned area in nursing 

• Complete and submit your FASFA and then apply for financial aid at FGC 
• Receive an acceptance or a denial postal mailed letter from the FGC LPN-RN Bridge: Traditional 

program by the due date indicated in the application packet 
• Complete physical exam with required immunizations, background and drug screen after 

receiving a program acceptance letter and before starting the program 
• Successfully complete the ASDN on-line new student orientation prior to the published deadline 

to maintain position in the cohort 
• Attend the mandatory in-processing on campus on scheduled date 
• Register for required courses with the help of nursing faculty advisor
